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I would like to explore how cultures adapt and redefine their own social contact.  It would be interesting to see how these different contracts mix with each-other.  I am going to also explore the physical contact of social contracts, such as hand shaking, hugging and kissing.  There is a lot to understand on how different cultures greet each-other, the distance between when they are talking to each-other.  To me, it is interesting how someone could be offended by different physical aspects of someone’s culture.  For instance, some places in Europe it is proper to kiss on the cheek when meeting family and friends.  This to someone with the U.S. would seem not only odd, but some would take it offensively.  This happens more that we realize, but a person from Europe would be offended if they were to meet a friend or family member that didn’t give them a kiss on the cheek.  Another good example is the way Japanese people bow to each-other.  If a person in the U.S. walks up to you and bows instead of shaking your hand, you would feel awkward and not really know what to do.  Now because there are so many differences between the physical aspects of social contracts, one has to be tolerant in not only understanding, but also portraying them.
